Lower Tahoe Tavern Heights Distribution Improvements

      This project will begin early May 2010, and is scheduled for completion sixty days from the start of 
construction.  This is one of three TCPUD projects funded by the customers of the Tahoe City Public Utility 

District and a Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act grant. The project will replace approximately 
1400LF of inadequate water mains and install approximately 1100LF of new water distribution facilities. It will 

include installation of four new fire hydrants and three new pressure valves.  
      The reconstruction and addition of these water mains, transmission lines and PRV’s within the Lower Tahoe 
Tavern Heights Water Distribution System will address the current system deficiencies to deliver adequate fire 

protection capacity.
      This work will take place on District property, Placer County rights-of-way, California Tahoe Conservancy 

land, and individual parcels with relocated water service as part of the proposed improvement project. We 
apologize in advance for the impacts of this project. 
The TCPUD and its contractor are very willing to 

coordinate your special needs and to try to 
minimize any service disruptions to you and your 

property. Staff will be on-site during construction 
activities and can assist you with any situation that 
may arise.
