 Tahoe Tavern Booster & Well Rehabilitation Project
      This project will begin in the early part of May 2010. The project will continue throughout the summer 

and into the fall until it is completed. This is one of three TCPUD projects funded by the customers of the 
Tahoe City Public Utility District and a Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act grant.

      This project consists of the rehabilitation and reconstruction of the existing 1950’s era Tahoe Tavern 
Well & Booster Pump Station to include retrofitted and reconstructed fire-resistant buildings, new 
emergency stand-by power generator, new booster pumps and controls, automated pressure-reducing control 

valve, permanent BMPs, and onsite forest fuels reduction. Implementation of this rehabilitation project will 
improve fire protection capabilities within the Tahoe Tavern Heights subdivision portion of the Tahoe City 

Water Service Area.
      This work will take place on District property, and because this project includes major construction 
there will be some noise associated with the work. We apologize in advance for the impacts of this project.
